The broad spectrum of topics and the editorial quality of the magazine receive top marks from its readers. The average total circulation in around 70 universities in Germany (active and passive copy distribution of the magazine plus students with SPIEGEL subscriptions) is approx. 220,000 copies. UniSPIEGEL is read by 530,000 people (AWA 2007).
